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Pray
Begin by thanking God for the new day and then ask Him to help you learn from what you read. Prepare 
yourself by:

    * Clearing your mind and being quiet before the Lord
    * Asking God to settle your heart
    * Maybe listening to worship music
    * Asking God for a teachable heart

Read
Read the chapter on the next page. You can either read your physical Bible or this printed copy.
Read it slowly, take it all in. 

Examine
Ask yourself the following questions after reading your chapter for the day.
Write your answers down in a journal or notebook you can use just for your time with God.

    * What do I need to know about God, myself, others?

    * What do I need to stop doing (sins, habits, selfi sh patterns)?

    * What can I change in my thoughts, attitudes or actions?

    * What do I need to do to be obedient to God’s leading?

Summarize
Do ONE of the following:

    * Discover what the passage reveals about God and His character, what it says or promises about you,  
       and what it says or promises about others - my parents, friends, teammates, etc. Write this down in a                 
       journal or notebook.
    * Rewrite one or two key verses in your own words.
    * Outline what the chapter is saying.
    * Summarize the chapter in several words.

Share
Talk with God about what you’ve learned. Also take time each day to share with 
someone else who attended Fields of Faith or another fellow Christian the things 
learned as well.
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Jesus’ Third Appearance to the Disciples
After this, Jesus revealed Himself again to His disciples by the Sea of Tiberias. He revealed Himself in this 
way:

Simon Peter, Thomas (called “Twin”), Nathanael from Cana of Galilee, Zebedee’s sons, and two others of 

His disciples were together.

“I’m going fi shing,” Simon Peter said to them.

“We’re coming with you,” they told him. They went out and got into the boat, but that night they caught 
nothing.

When daybreak came, Jesus stood on the shore. However, the disciples did not know it was Jesus.

“Men,” Jesus called to them, “you don’t have any fi sh, do you?”

“No,” they answered.

“Cast the net on the right side of the boat,” He told them, “and you’ll fi nd some.” So they did, and they 
were unable to haul it in because of the large number of fi sh. Therefore the disciple, the one Jesus loved, 
said to Peter, “It is the Lord!”

When Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he tied his outer garment around him (for he was stripped) 
and plunged into the sea. But since they were not far from land (about 100 yards away), the other disciples 
came in the boat, dragging the net full of fi sh. When they got out on land, they saw a charcoal fi re there, 
with fi sh lying on it, and bread.

“Bring some of the fi sh you’ve just caught,” Jesus told them. So Simon Peter got up and hauled the net 
ashore, full of large fi sh—153 of them. Even though there were so many, the net was not torn.

“Come and have breakfast,” Jesus told them. None of the disciples dared ask Him, “Who are You?” be-
cause they knew it was the Lord. Jesus came, took the bread, and gave it to them. He did the same with 
the fi sh.

This was now the third time Jesus appeared to the disciples after He was raised from the dead.
Jesus’ Threefold Restoration of Peter

When they had eaten breakfast, Jesus asked Simon Peter, “Simon, son of John, do you love Me more than 
these?”

“Yes, Lord,” he said to Him, “You know that I love You.”

“Feed My lambs,” He told him.

A second time He asked him, “Simon, son of John, do you love Me?”

“Yes, Lord,” he said to Him, “You know that I love You.”
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“Shepherd My sheep,” He told him.

He asked him the third time, “Simon, son of John, do you love Me?”

Peter was grieved that He asked him the third time, “Do you love Me?” He said, “Lord, You know every-
thing! You know that I love You.”

“Feed My sheep,” Jesus said. “I assure you: When you were young, you would tie your belt and walk wher-
ever you wanted. But when you grow old, you will stretch out your hands and someone else will tie you 
and carry you where you don’t want to go.” He said this to signify by what kind of death he would glorify 
God. After saying this, He told him, “Follow Me!”

Correcting a False Report
So Peter turned around and saw the disciple Jesus loved following them. [That disciple] was the one who 
had leaned back against Jesus at the supper and asked, “Lord, who is the one that’s going to betray You?” 

When Peter saw him, he said to Jesus, “Lord—what about him?”

“If I want him to remain until I come,” Jesus answered, “what is that to you? As for you, follow Me.”

So this report spread to the brothers that this disciple would not die. Yet Jesus did not tell him that he 
would not die, but, “If I want him to remain until I come, what is that to you?”
