Be Alert

Ready: 

“Be sober-minded, be alert. Your adversary the devil is prowling around like a roaring lion, 
looking for anyone he can devour.” – 1 Peter 5:8

Set 

Athletes must always be alert. In some sports, like soccer and basketball, athletes play both 
offense and defense at any given time, and within a quick play, must switch from one to the 
other. This switch can be after 30 seconds or three seconds; therefore, the athlete must 
always be alert and ready to go against the opposing team.

We must be alert not only in our sport but also in our faith. The Bible tells us that Satan, the 
opposing team, is like a lion ready to devour us.

Once we stop being 
alert in our faith, Satan attacks us.

The Lord has given us everything we need to be alert and ready. It’s time to memorize God’s 
plans to be prepared for the opposing team.
